Search the ‘Stakeholder Community’ field to find stories related to the broad sector that is
most relevant to you.

PROFESSIONAL STREAM

Search by ‘Professional Stream’ to find news stories relating to your specialization within the
field.

GEOGRAPHIC REGION

Search by ‘Geographic Region’, either by continent or by country. You may scroll down to
view the list of countries.

SOURCE

Search by ‘Source’ to find events that are specific to an organization or particular topic.

You can keep your search filters broad, if you want to do a more general search for types of stories.
